(consultative committee) held on 06th & 07t July, 2020, pertaining to
the Syllabus(revised) for the Academic Year 2020-2021.

Resolution:

The HoD presented the Syllabus, minutes of the BoS and placed it before the
Academic Council for its approval for implementation from the next academic year.
The Dean School of Languages and Comparative Literature also endorsed the
same. However, Dr.Joseph Koyippally, Academic Council member pointed out the
excess credit of 76 shown in the programme as against the requirement of 72
accumulated minimum credits for the successful completion of the programme.

This may unnecessarily put hardships to the students pursuing the programme
besides deviating from the existing CBCS structure.

As such, the AC resolved to approve the syllabus presented before it subject to
reworking out and limiting the total minimum accumulated credits to 72.

AC 22:04 TO RATIFY the Publication of Academic Law Journal

The Dept. of Law, Central University of Kerala vide letter dated 24.11.2020 has
submitted a proposal for printing and publication of the Academic Law Journal
(Half Yearly) with an estimated cost of Rs.95,000/-(Rupees Ninety Five
Thousand only) per half year.

Students who have obtained_Bachelor’s Degree (studied in 10+2+3 system) in any discipline
from a recognized University with not less than 50% marks or equivalent grade in aggregate
and having studied Kannada as an optional subject/ Language at undergraduate level and
having secured a minimum of 50% marks or equivalent grade. Up to 5% relaxation in
minimum requirement of marks is granted to SC/ST candidates. The candidates should not
have completed 25 years of age as on admission year.

Admission to MA Kannada course shall be based on a entrance test conducted by CUCET.
Process of admission, programme structure, registration , evaluation, declaration of results,
award of degree and other particulars mentioned in the “REGULATIONS FOR POST
GRADUATE PROGRAMMES UNDER CHOICE BASED CREDIT AN SEMESTER
SYSTEM (CBCS)”, Central University of Kerala shall be applicable to the students securing
admission for MA at the Department of Kannada.
