MA Malayalam Language and Literature

The MA programme in Malayalam Language and Literature places side by side the
classical language Malayalam and literature of different genres, areas, traditions and nations
besides studying them in relation to other branches of knowledge, art and cultural history of

Kerala.

The syllabus of the programme is predominantly founded on Malayalam Language
and literature. While doing so, it also critiques this traditional canon and constantly updates
its content, as it is designed as a holistic and interdisciplinary academic approach to critically
examine the works of writers, critics, and theorists in order to understand the cultural

intellectual and imotional diversities of premodern and modern Kerala.

The MA programme in Malayalam Language and Literature is a 72-credit programme
lasting four semesters. The programme consists of two types of courses: Core and Elective.
Core course are mandatory Elective courses are optional. In order to complete the
programme, students must earn 60 credits from the core courses in the programme and 12
credits from Elective Courses. Students can take one approved Elective Course from outside
the departments. Faculty Advisors shall advise the students on the relevance of an Elective
Course for the student. A student may take a minimum of one and a maximum of two elective
courses in a semester. Depending on the availability of faculty, the number of the Elective
Courses offered by the department may vary from semester to semester. Students have to

submit a dissertation in the fourth semester and face a viva-voce based on it.

The MA programme in Malayalam Language and Literature enables students to

appear for UGC JRF/NET examinations both in Malayalam.
Course code:

The seven-character code comprises of three letters and four digits: (e.g. MAL 5101).
The letters represent the name of the School and Department. For example, in MAL, ‘L’
stands for School of Languages and Comparative Literature, and ‘MA’ for the Department of
Malayalam Language and Literature. The first digit represents the academic level of the
programme. Here ‘5’ represents PG programme, and the second digit ‘1’ represents the
semester in which the course is offered. The third and the fourth digits show the serial
number of the course. In the case of Elective Courses, which any students from any semester

can choose, the second digit will be ‘0.



Each course in this syllabus is divided into five modules. The prescribed texts are
listed under each module. The course instructors will select the fixed number of texts, as
prescribed, from the syllabus in order to prepare the Course File depending on the relevance
and suitability of the text. The Course File will be placed before the Faculty Council for
approval at the beginning of the semester, and will form the basis for teaching and evaluation

in that semester.



Programme Outcome

The learners completing the Masters Programme of the Central University of Kerala
will be able to obtain knowledge and skills in the areas of critical thinking, creative thinking,
oral and written communication in Malayalam Language and Literature and critical theories.
They will be able to demonstrate capacity for undertaking research, engage in social
interaction, make ethical decision making, and synthesise local and global perspectives in
one’s thinking and behaviour.

The Objectives of the Programme

The syllabus of MA programme in Malayalam Language and Literature is developed
in consultation with national and international experts in the subject and with the feedback
from the stakeholders in the university—parents, alumni and students—as well as academics
from other other universities across India. It aims toconscientize students with the social,
political, ideological and cultural implications of literature, and to update students with the
current developments in the discipline of Malayalam Language and Literature.

Programme-Specific Outcomes:

On completion of the programme students ahould be able to achieve the following
programme specific outcomes:

1. achieve mastery in common vocabulary and activate their passive vocabulary;

2. acquaint the students with the socio-political circumstances behind movements and texts;

3. analyze the basic concepts and theories related to cultural studies, and across boundaries;

4. apply the knowledge of literature as well as the major analytic and theoretical frameworks

in research;

apply tools of comparative study in literary and cultural analysis;

6. build a strong foundation for careers in teaching Malayalam language, literature, and
Comparative Literature, content development, creative writing, presentation, and
research;

7. compare literary and other modes of creative and expressions across languages and
cultures;

8. construct analytical arguments;

9. critically engage the major concepts of literary theory in critical analysis of literary texts;

10. demonstrate a sense of literary agency through socio-cultural and political analysis of
literary productions;

11. develop mode of critical thinking by comparing and contrasting texts, approaches, and
theories;

12. enhance skill in communicating effectively in Malayalam using linguistic and extra-
linguistic codes;

15. introduce students to the current pedagogical principles and praxis in literary studies;

16. make the students understand the circulation of literary texts, ideas, themes, genres, and
methods;
